Feast of the Epiphany — January 7, 2018 
 

Did you know that the only reason we say that there were three wise 
men is that they brought three gifts? The Bible never says their 
number or their names. The gifts tell us about the givers. And these 
special gifts--gold, frankincense, and myrrh--tell us much.  
 

When one king visited or sent an ambassador to another, he would 
give a gift of gold to show that he acknowledged the kingship of the 
other. So the first gift of the wise men tells us they recognized Jesus’ as 
King. The second gift is a type of incense, which was used in Jesus time 
to worship God. So this gift shows the wise men paying homage to 
Jesus' divinity. The gift of myrrh is oil used to anoint the dying. It 
reminds us of Jesus suffering and death on the cross. 
 

So what gifts do we have for Jesus? Maybe we can take a hint from the 
wise men. If we acknowledge Jesus as king, maybe a better gift than 
gold would be to pledge our obedience to him. Each day we can 
promise to live our vocation as best we can, to love those around us, 
and forgive those who hurt us. 
 

A better way than burning incense to pay homage to Jesus' divinity is 
to take time to pray throughout the day. Some people are able to 
attend daily Mass, others spend time in adoration before the 

Eucharist, or even a few minutes of their lunch break to say the rosary. 
 

As for the gift of myrrh, we can give Jesus the crosses we bear each day. When we accept suffering in our lives, 
especially that caused by our sins, we give ourselves to Jesus as he gave himself for us on the cross. The song 
"Little Drummer Boy" reminds us that the best gift is not necessarily the most expensive. Instead, it is the simple 
gift that only we can give. Let Epiphany remind us to offer our lives to Jesus each day.

St. John the Evangelist Adoration Chapel 
Celebrates 25 Years 

 

On January 3, 2018, the adoration chapel at St. John the Evangelist Catholic Church in Plaquemine will 
celebrate its 25 years of offering a peaceful refuge for reflection, prayer and devotion to our Lord Jesus 
Christ.  It all began in 1990 when Bishop Ott requested the priests in the diocese to seriously consider 
starting an adoration chapel at their respective churches.   Fr. Eugene Engels responded with a “yes” 
for St. John Church and set about converting the small daily mass chapel into an adoration chapel 
which opened on January 3, 1993.  Mrs. Ella Panepinto was the original coordinator who recruited 
adorers for the 24/7 coverage or 168 hours per week.  She continued to faithfully coordinate the 
adoration chapel and began to transition the coordination to Jo Ann Daigle in 2004 before her untimely 
death in 2005.  
  
We now have 154 devoted adorers who spend at least one hour per week in prayer in the adoration 
chapel.  Many prayers have been answered, many special intentions, thanksgivings, joys and pleas for 
help have been expressed in the chapel over the continuous chain of adorers since 1993.  The chapel is 
always “manned.”  Even when someone runs late, the adorer will remain until relief is made.   
In these days of being “connected” 24/7, what a peaceful island the adoration chapel provides.  If you 
have not experienced the peace and blessed assurance of the adoration chapel, please contact Jo Ann 
Daigle at 687-4621 to spend an hour there.  Some adorers even team up to share an hour.  And for our 
adorers, invite a buddy and share your experience with them.  As the song goes, 
“Blessed assurance, Jesus is mine.  Oh, what a foretaste of glory divine.  Air of salvation, purchase of 
God.  Born of His spirit, washed in His blood.  This is my story, this is my song.  Praising my Savior all 
the day long.” 
 
The only instances that the chapel has been temporarily closed have been due to inclement weather and 
an infestation of termites!  Despite some ups and downs, the adoration chapel has always been 
“manned” 24 hours, 7 days per week.  What a tribute to the faithful of St. John Church and even some 
adorers from other parishes near Plaquemine who share in spending an hour in the chapel.
