Soif you wonder what God plansfor your life, try spending moretimein prayer with him. | bet we have all had
timeswhere we didn't know if we are doing God's will because we didn't take time to pray. But don't do all the
talking. Give God some quiet timeto hear hisresponse. For God hasn't stopped talking; we just stopped
