Eighth Sunday in Ordinary Time  
March 1, 2020 
Connections 

 

The second reading this Sunday is not easy to follow, especially 
when some of Paul's sentences are more like paragraphs. But you 
will notice that he makes several important connections: between 
sin and death, between Adam and Jesus, and between obedience 
and disobedience. 
 

Sin, he says, is the cause of death. Of course, everyone is subject 
to death at some point, even if they haven't sinned. A less serious 
sin can be a little "death" when it makes us feel that we are not 
as close to God as we could be. And sins that we might think are 
not a big deal, like smoking, can lead to serious health problems. 
 

The connection between Adam and Jesus is not so obvious. Adam 
was the first to bring sin and death into the world. Jesus is the 
first to bring forgiveness by his death on the cross. The main 

difference between them is that Adam disobeyed God, while Jesus was obedient to his Father. Adam reminds me 
of a child who knows what he is supposed to do, but thinks that he can do the opposite and get away with it. 
 

In the Gospel, Satan can be thought of as trying to get Jesus to do things the easy way. When he tempts Jesus to 
turn stones into bread, he shows Jesus an easy way to feed the people. But Jesus takes a better way, when he 
feeds us with himself in the Eucharist. The devil says Jesus can throw himself off the temple as a dramatic way to 
attract followers; Jesus lets himself hang from the cross to draw people to himself. Satan promises the kingdoms 
of the world if Jesus will only worship him. But Jesus chose to be crowned with thorns and receive his kingdom 
when he rose from the dead.

 St. Monica 
 

St. Monica was raised in a Catholic family 
in long extinct Christian North Africa. 
Monica had at least three children and one 
of them was her oldest and dearest son, Augustine.   
 

Monica married a man named Patricius and converted 
him.  He was a difficult man whose early death left her a 
widow at forty.  Monica and her husband wanted their 
gifted son Augustine to receive the best education 
possible, so they sent him away for schooling.  There 
Augustine fell into the serious and enduring moral and 
theological errors which would form the central drama 
of Monica's life.   
 

It is said that all of the plots in the world can be reduced 
to just five or six.  One of those is "Get back 
home."  Saint Monica's life was dedicated to getting her 
son back to his home, the Church.  She wept, she 
prayed, she fasted.  Nothing seemed to work for fifteen 
years while her son strayed far from the Catholic path, 
seemingly without remorse.  
 

While in Milan, Monica befriended the great Saint 
Ambrose, who played such a key role in Augustine's 
conversion.  The seed of her prayers bore fruit when 
Augustine abandoned his sinful life, was baptized, and 
decided to return to North Africa as a Christian 
leader.  Her son had come home to the Church and was 
returning to his native land.   
 

Her life's mission accomplished, Saint Monica died in 
her late fifties in the Roman port of Ostia, while waiting 
to board the ship to cross over to Africa.  In her final 
hours, Augustine asked if he should transport her body 
to her hometown for burial next to her husband.  She 
said she was happy to be buried wherever she died, for 
"nothing is far from God."  Her remains are now found 
in the Basilica of Saint Augustine in central Rome. 
 

Mothers concerned for their sons and daughters path 
might call on the intercession of St. Monica who prayed 
for the conversion of her son, Augustine, for many years 
before he was baptized.
