But the message James
shares, and that of Jesusin the gospel, isa smple call
to be different.

Jesus' disciples argued about who was greatest. We
are no different today.

And
that being admired by acquaintancesis never as
lasting as loving someone for themselves. Can we
learn to be mor e excited about what God has done for
usthan what we did to improve our home? Can we
share our faith in God's mercy instead of bragging
about our golf or bowling scor es?

St. James ends our second reading with a challenging statement: He says we ask but don't receive because we ask
wrongly. How often do we desire things that won't really make us happy? Do we pray for thingswe don't really
need? Let usask God to show us hislove and to help those around usto experienceit too.
