The Better Part

The Gospel for this Sunday can sometimes give the
impression that Jesusfavored Mary over Martha. But if
they had both sat down to listen, there would have been
no dinner to serveto Jesus. He saw that Mary was
content to listen to him, so Martha could have been
content to preparethe meal for him. Remember thefirst
reading, in which Abraham insisted on serving the
visitors, whom he cameto recognize asthe Lord and two
angels. He was rewar ded with the assurancethat he
would soon have a son.

So simple acts of hospitality can also be how people can
welcomethe Lord into their homes. When we welcome
someoneinto our homesasa visitor, or into our livesasa
friend, we are also welcoming Christ. When we get to
know someone better, we are also getting to know Christ.

And what about that " better part” that Mary had chosen? Are we sometimeslike Martha, with too
many things on our mindsto be awar e of the L ord? Sometimes we can't avoid the distractionsthat are
part of life. But if we keep the Lord on our minds we may be able to see which are distractionsto be put
aside, and which are opportunitiesto servethe Lord in a different way. As we spend moretimewith the
Lord in prayer, we begin to experience God's peace, which gives usthe ability to choose the better part.
